WITH FANJOVE PRIVATE ISLAND 

A LUXUROUS TANZANIAN SOJOURN 
 

 
 
DAY ONE  
Arrive any time today - on arrival into Kilimanjaro International Airport you  are met and transferred to 
Rivertrees Country Inn for 1 night on a bed and breakfast basis. 
 
The inn is a charming country estate that was once an old co4ee farm and still retains the nostalgic air 
of a well-loved homestead. Set in over ten acres of fertile greenery, the grounds are a natural extension 
of Mt Meru’s sloping foothills and o4er a sanctuary for the birds and wildlife indigenous to the area. 
Elegantly rustic cottages are dotted along the river and in thickets of tall trees, while lush lawns and 
birdsong make for a peaceful and picturesque setting. Set in the heart of an area rich in nature 
reserves, montane forests and vibrant village culture, the scope for exploration is endless. 



 
The restaurant concocts tasty meals of garden-fresh ingredients and old family recipes, as well as 
oven-fired pizzas and the best of the region’s locally grown co4ees. Delicious candle-lit dinners are 
served by the warmth of the fireplace, or under the stars and the watchful eyes of resident owls. 
 

 
 
DAY TWO – CENTRAL SERENGETI 
Today you will be met at the lodge and transferred to Arusha airport in time for your light aircraft flight 
Seronera airstrip in the central Serengeti National Park.  On arrival you are met and transferred to the 
camp and if time allows, then enjoy an afternoon game drive at Serengeti National Park.

Game package includes: Full board accommodation, Tourism development levy, House drinks 
(house wines, local beers & soft drinks), Laundry service , transfers to/from nearest airstrip, and 
scheduled game drives. 
 
Enjoying a position close to Makoma Hill - Nimali Serengeti enjoys uninterrupted views over kopjes 
dotted plains. The game viewing in this area is outstanding all year round, with large herds of bu4alo 
and elephant, an abundance of plains game and exceptional big cat sightings.  The lodge is located on 
the wildebeest migration route, with the herds moving through from April to June and October to 
December each year. 
 
There are 12 tented suites at Nimali Serengeti, two of which are connected by a shared walkway 
making them perfect for families. Each suite has its own private veranda and en-suite bathroom with 
bathtub and outdoor shower.  The lodge's central lounge, dining area and pool deck o4er more than 
enough space to relax in between activities and the modern and contemporary style blends 
e4ortlessly with organic textures.

In the extreme north of the Serengeti, close to the border with neighbouring Kenya, the Mara River 
slices through one of the most far-flung corners of Tanzania where rolling green hills dotted with 
acacia trees open into wide, grassy savannahs. This is where the great wildebeest migration meets its 
biggest challenge at its peak between July and October each year - crossing the Mara, a river with 
some of the highest concentrations of crocodiles in Africa.

Tucked into the kopjes, Nimali Mara is a chameleon, blending e4ortlessly into its surroundings. An 
infinity pool set within the natural rock formations o4ers the perfect place to cool down during the 
heat of the day. 
 
The eight tented suites and two honeymoon suites immerse you seamlessly into their environment. 
Private decks have exceptional views out over the Serengeti. Enjoy a luxurious bath in view of the 
grassy plains.  Nimali Mara's interior design is a mix of slick and contemporary elements with more

This morning you will be met at camp by the Balloon Safari Vehicle and taken to the launch site to 
enjoy your balloon safari in the Serengeti National Park 
On landing you will enjoy a Bush Breakfast and celebration - your guide will pick you up from the 
landing spot and carry on with your game drive and later drive back to camp in time for lunch

This morning you will transfer to Kogatende airstrip in time for your light aircraft flight to Dar es salaam 
and connect to your light aircraft flight to Songo Songo airstrip. On arrival you will be met and 
transferred to Fanjove by road and boat for 6 nights on an all-inclusive basis.

Enjoy your own exclusive island, shaded by coconut palms and bordered by a pristine sandy 
beach. Swim in crystal-clear turquoise waters, explore vibrant coral reefs, and relax in a secluded 
bay that opens out in front of the historic lighthouse. 

 

Overlooked by one of the last remaining 19th-century German-built lighthouses, Fanjove is the 
smallest of the six islands that form the stunning Songo Songo Archipelago, one of Africa’s most 



unique island chains. Wildlife surrounds you here, from graceful seabirds to dolphins that 
sometimes choose to glide alongside you. 

There are just 20 stunning villas – all built facing the ocean using natural, local materials (teak flooring 
from Tanzanian plantations, traditional makuti roofs, walls in local coral stone, doors sculpted by 
Zanzibar craftsmen, interior walls in palm and Janvi). All bathrooms feature an indoor shower and an 
open-air shower, and the rooms are exquisitely decorated using a nautical theme of shells and rope.

On arrival you 
are met and transferred to the Dar es Salaam Serena Hotel for one night on a bed and breakfast basis 
Overnight at the Dar es Salaam Serena - BB 
 
DAY FIFTEEN - DEPARTURE 
This morning you will be met at the hotel and transferred to the international terminal for your 
international flight home.
